(2) A person who was awarded, or is expected to be awarded on or before March 31, 2019, a bachelor’s
degree according to Article 104, Clause 4 of the School Education Law (A law of the Japan
government).

(3) A person who has completed, or is expected to complete on or before March 31, 2019, a 16-year
curriculum of school education in a foreign country.

(4) A person who has completed, or is expected to complete on or before March 31, 2019, a 16-year
curriculum of school education in a foreign country, by taking a correspondence course of an
overseas educational institution in Japan.
