問題 1

次の英文を日本語に訳しなさい。

As Japan is a mountainous country, mountains have functioned as landmarks and 

boundaries for prefectures and municipalities. Through the lens of cultural stratigraphy 

at a prefectural level, mountains can be viewed as the basis of culture; since rivers supply 

water to paddy fields, and mountains supply water to rivers. The Japanese penchant for 

mountains can be observed even in small gardens in which people keep trimmed trees. 

This is compared to the Anglo-Saxon gardens in North America that are covered with 

well-groomed lawns modeled after the plains over which people can gaze into the 

distance. 

Most plains in the country were created by rivers'sedimentation and comprise a 

significant space for food production. Simultaneously, parts of the plains were developed 

as consumption centers in which people, traffic, and economic activities were 

concentrated. The coastal plains close to metropolitan areas turned into ideal sites for 

heavy and chemical industries, since in the present day, large quantities ofraw materials 

are shipped from foreign countries. Meanwhile, the coasts along suburbs and remote 

areas have provided leisure spaces for beach resorts, sporting activities, and fishing. 

Climatically, snow.-covered lands constitute unique landscapes. The mountains are 

covered with snow reserve water, which creates. the conditions for the rice cultivation 

quality in their surrounding areas. The g.eneral warming tendency is expected to result 

in a decrease in snowfall, which will lead to substantial daily energy loss in the summer 

and increased natural disasters caused by torrential downpours.
