問題： 

以下の文章の著者は米国人である.下線部（ア）（イ）を, どちらも日本語に訳

しなさい. 

The first time a parent names parts of the body, including the genitals, to a 

toddler or preschooler, sex education has begun. It can also begin when young 

children ask profound (and sometimes difficult-to-answer) questions like: 

“Where did I come from?” or “Why is my body different from your body?” 

（ア）The earlier we start talking with children about sexuality, even our very 

youngest, the better, because that will only increase our chance of continuing the 

conversation about sexual health with them throughout their growing-up years, 

all the way through puberty and adolescence. As a children’s-book author who 

has written books on sexuality for children from age 4 to 14 or so, I always let 

parents know that if they have not started talking with their kids yet, “Just roll up 

your sleeves, take a big breath, and start in as soon as you can, and if possible, 

before puberty begins. Our kids know we are not perfect, so if you fumble or 

mumble, just know that you can go back the next day and talk with your child 

again.” Today, there are several responsible children’s books for kids and teens 

about sexuality. Many of these can help adults figure out what information kids 

need at every age and stage and can give adults the language they need to talk 

with their kids about this complicated topic. 

Books written for children and teens are one way to “talk” with kids directly, 

honestly and in an age-appropriate way by giving them straightforward and 

accurate information. Sharing a book with a young child, or letting an older child 

read one independently, often leads to questions and conversations about sexual 

health, and can also address concerns or misinformation that kids may have and 

wonder or worry about. 

（イ）Children and teens can make responsible choices about sexual health 

only when they have a solid understanding of their bodies and sexuality. Isn’t this 

what we all want for our kids and teens — for them to be able to make responsible 

choices? There are real and serious risks when it comes to sex, including getting 

or passing on an infection like H.I.V. or becoming pregnant when you are too 

young to take care of a baby. Now most older kids have access to technologies that 

make “sexting” possible and give kids access to sites that can be full of 
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misinformation about sexual health — creating serious new risks to them. Talking 

to our kids and providing them with responsible books and websites are tools we 

can use to help them stay healthy throughout childhood and adolescence. 

Educating them is one of the most effective prevention tools we have. 

Most often, parents are their children’s first sex-education teachers. But as kids 

grow older, their doctor or nurse, classroom teacher, librarian, science teacher, 

or sometimes clergy member also can help educate our kids. When kids grow up 

in communities that support sex education, chances are that many kids and teens 

will be able to make healthy decisions about their bodies and sexual health and 

grow up to be healthy adults.
